	Summary of
evidence / rationale
	Erectile dysfunction (ED) is defined as the persistent inability to attain and maintain an erection sufficient to permit satisfactory sexual
performance. It is more common in older men, affecting about half the male population of 40–70 years of age.

There is considerable evidence that adequate levels of testosterone are required for ED therapies, especially PDE5 inhibitors to achieve maximal response and, in many cases, normalisation of testosterone levels can restore erectile function.

PDE5 inhibitors are effective in approximately 75% of patients but for non-responders, alternative therapies can be offered including vacuum erection devices, intracavernous or intraurethral injections or, as a third- line therapy, a penile implant.
